Some Basics…
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Baptism is an outward sign of discipleship in the grace of God revealed in Christ.  Baptism marks a person’s incorporation into the community of disciples, so the sacrament takes place amid the presence of the congregation who take their role in the life of those who come to be baptized seriously.  Parents seeking baptism for their child(ren) or individuals seeking baptism should talk with the clergy to gain a greater understanding of what this sacrament means to First Church.  
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We practice open Communion here at First Church.  This means that all who seek to know the presence of Christ, whether absolutely certain of their faith or not sure at all, are welcome at the table.  Individual families are encouraged to make their own decision to allow children to participate.  Information regarding Children and Communion may be found along with this brochure.  

Worship  Children are always welcome to remain in worship with parents.  To this end, Children’s Bulletins are provided for the younger and older age groups.  Also, “Busy Bags” may be found up front in the basket with coloring pages or activities each week.  Often, there will be a Time for Children during worship.  

Religious Education for All Ages…

Nursery Care is provided for our youngest up to 4-years-old.  Our regular, paid, nursery staff is overseen by our Nursery Coordinator.  Care is provided from 9:45 a.m. to 12:15 pm.

Initiation to Adulthood

8thth & 9th grades
The Initiate program continues on our 2nd year of a 2-year path of exploration of personal faith, growth and self-discovery.  Similar, yet intrinsically different from a typical “confirmation program”, the focus is on helping young people channel their natural impulses into working on the soul-tasks of their stage in life.  Learning areas include society, self, sexuality and spirituality.  Various “mystery rites” serve as signposts as the teenagers make their psychological, social, and spiritual journey from childhood to adulthood.
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
